Elects New Leaders at Annual Meeting

 

WASHINGTON, D.C.—August 15, 2007—The only national organization representing community economic development corporations (CDCs) across the country elected new officers at a July meeting in Chicago. 

As well as electing its new representation, the National Alliance for Community Economic Development Associations (NACEDA) celebrated the addition of 10 new members since February 2007. NACEDA's members represent more than 1,200 CDCs nationally.

NACEDA and its members work on numerous issues dealing with affordable housing and community development, including working on the frontlines in the country’s foreclosure crisis. Rising foreclosures are fast-becoming the number one problem facing NACEDA’s member communities, with outright mortgage fraud, questionable lending practices and job loss all contributing factors, a recent NACEDA survey showed.

New Officers Elected

Diane Sterner, chairwoman since the inception of NACEDA in 2006, was re-elected to her post. Sterner is also the Executive Director of the Housing and Community Development Network of New Jersey. 

Other officers include Vice Chair: Bernie Mazyck, President and CEO of the South Carolina Association of Community Development Corporations, Secretary: Tammie Grossman, Executive Director, Housing Action Illinois and Treasurer: Joe Kriesberg, Executive Director Massachusetts Association of CDCs.

“NACEDA members represent thousands of local organizations across the nation that are enhancing their communities through affordable housing and community development, and are wonderful advocates for their communities,” Sterner said. “The new officers and I are honored to serve the organization that is their national voice for community development issues.”
